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Contact with a vast body of work constitutes a tremendous challenge and requires an
elaborate study, conducted on multiple levels. The extensive work signed by Adrian Paunescu
justifies an immense creative force that succeeded in altering the perspectives imposed by the
constraints of the time.

The power of his work, as well as the energy of his life, gave rise to a complex personality
that competed (willingly or not) with a significant political system. With a volcanic,
effervescent, and imposing temperament, the artist first and foremost managed to offer
expansive verse, a lyricism that became overwhelming over time, torrential in its ability to
generate emotion, provoke, and show the world that everything that exists can be transformed
into poetry. Becoming himself a standard-bearer of patriotism, the poet would go on to provoke
both indignation and admiration, finding solutions even in the most difficult moments.

The starting point for the present study is the complexity of the poet, capable of creating
regardless of the circumstances.

The restless singer of his homeland captured in verse everything that life offered him,
so much so that the poetry condensed in the great Carte a cdrtilor de poezie, as he called it, had
the ability to capture every real, sentimental, or imagined detail in the writer's mind. Although
he often rejected canonical comfort and sometimes drifted toward the boil of everyday life, until
a certain point (around the 1980s), he managed to maintain a balanced position, but the
existential tumult overwhelmed the refined verse.

In essence, from the very first volumes, the profile of a complex writer begins to emerge,
and doubts only serve to increase his notoriety. The lyrical profile of the first stage of creation
aligns with the model imposed by the '60s generation, when writers managed to create a new
literature, meant to revive interwar poetry, promoting an exuberant spirit, a comprehensive
vision of existence, and verse freed from conventions. In other words, it was an attempt to
return to what poetry once was, reclaiming the values annihilated by the "obsessive decade.”

Considered landmark volumes at the writer's debut, Ultrasentimente (1965), Mieii primi
(1966), and Fantdna somnambuld (1968) decisively outline the profile of the young poet within
the paradigm of his generation, while the change in lyrical attitude after 1971, with the volume
Istoria unei secunde, cemented his superior position in the hierarchy of Romanian lyrical
values. His ascent continued even in the 1980s, with volumes reaching record print runs—up
to 80,000 copies—such as Manifest pentru mileniul III (1985), Locuri comune (1986), Viata mea
e un roman (1987), and Intr-adevdr (1988).

A significant work, marking a complex personality and an effervescent spirit, is Viatd de
exceptii, published in 1971; in fact, the volume Mieii primi (1966) contains a poem with this
title, which can be seen as a moment that justifies the writer's later intentions. In the poem
Viatad de exceptii, from the 1966 volume, the writer's tendency to identify with the generation
he belongs to is evident, a theme he would revisit throughout his journey.

The first chapter of the thesis, Biografie sumard dintr-o ,viatd de exceptii”, includes
several significant elements from the poet's life that are illustrative in his works. The
biographical journey begins in Bessarabia, continues in Barca, and then passes through Craiova
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and Bucharest, the roads traveled by Adrian Paunescu forming a part of the key elements in this
chapter. The impact of war and political life left their mark on the child's life: the poet's father
was imprisoned for political reasons, arrested and sentenced to 15 years. Abandoned by his
mother, he was raised by his grandparents, loana Paris (Paunescu) and Marin C. Paunescu, a
school inspector and school founder, whose images are frequently depicted in his works.

Present in many of the poems from the early creative stage and later, the image of the
family expands, capturing moments with relatives, especially paternal uncles. Scattered with
images of roasted pumpkins or sun-scorched fields, Barca becomes the idyllic village where the
child lives his most beautiful memories, but simultaneously, he experiences the drama of his
father being taken away and arrested, leaving the child to fend for himself under the care of his
grandparents. After completing his studies in Barca and Carna, the young Paunescu attended
the Central High School in Craiova and later the Zoia Kosmodemianskaia High School in
Bucharest. Unfortunately, his admission to the Faculty of Philology in Bucharest was
jeopardized due to his family situation, and Adrian Paunescu completed his university studies
only in 1968, defending his license in 1970.

An important period in the writer's biography was 1970-1971, when he lived the
American dream and gained experiences that gave rise to the Flacdra phenomenon. During his
years in America, Adrian Paunescu managed to secure an important interview with the scholar
Mircea Eliade, but after returning to Romania, it was censored, causing great disappointment
for the historian.

Married in 1961 to poet Constanta Buzea, their marriage was marred by disagreements,
culminating in divorce in 1977. Initially, the two children, loana and Andrei Paunescu, were
entrusted to their mother, but the poet disagreed with this decision, wanting to raise Andrei
himself.

As a result, he sought an audience with President Nicolae Ceausescu to gain custody of
the child; later, Constanta Buzea visited the president to convince him that she had more rights
to raise both children, leading Adrian Paunescu to take a step his son would later find amusing:
Andrei Paunescu was kidnapped off the street by his father, who offered him the choice to live
together. If the new life did not suit him, he could return to his mother. Andrei chose to stay
with his father forever, becoming his child, brother, friend, confidant, and sometimes even
switching roles. Thus, father and son traveled the country without interruption, the Flacdra
phenomenon being sustained by the multitude of shows promoting young talents and already
established artists.

The poet's family life was rebuilt in 1990 when he married Carmen Antal, with whom he
had a daughter, Ana-Maria. The post-revolution period was filled with all kinds of events, with
the writer's extraordinary life continuing its journey.

After the 1989 Revolution, Paunescu was no longer embraced by the electrifying crowd
of the past but became marginalized, even blamed for idolizing Ceausescu and holding an
obedient position towards him. The new political context initially became a source of
denigration, as the poet had already fallen into obscurity after the 1985 tragedy when a storm
canceled a show, and people trampled each other, causing the tragedy that ended the Cenaclul
Flacara and resulted in the poet's ban from the magazine of the same name.

Returning to public life after 1990, Adrian Paunescu edited the magazine Vremea
starting in August 1990, and in September 1990, the weekly magazine Totusi, iubirea, his later
publications and TV shows increasing his notoriety. At the same time, the post-revolution
publications revealed a colossus of lyricism through which the increasingly oscillating poet
painted a picture of a decaying society, resembling a sunken continent. For this reason, the poet
called Romania a different Atlantis, where everyone lived as best they could, no longer able to
hope for salvation. Unmonitored by critics and with his own publishing house, the poet
published many volumes of verse where the cry grew louder, and his appearances on television
often sparked spiteful comments.



Chapter II of the thesis, simply titled Poetry, includes the great stages of creation:
The poetry before 1989 and after 1989.
The poetry before 1989

The first part, The political climate and the writers, depicts the period 1971 -

1989, when the poet was in a state of lyrical effervescence. If previously the poet addressed
specific elements of his generation, such as love, exuberance, beautiful life, youth, family, and
nature, a different lyrical stance now emerges.

This time, part of the lyricism of the '50s is lost, as Paunescu enters the territory of political
poetry. In the first part, | made a brief presentation of the historical factors that triggered the
literary changes, with works by Marin Preda, G. Calinescu, Titus Popovici, and Eugen Barbu
signaling the possibility of refuge through art. The creative period is interrupted by the
political involvement of the "July Theses," which imposed several restrictive elements, against
which writers expressed their disagreement multiple times. We can recall, for instance, Marin
Preda's intervention during the meeting with Ceausescu, where he threatened to commit
suicide if the restrictions were implemented, as well as the use of camouflaged verses, as seen
in the works of Ana Blandiana or Mircea Dinescu.

The second part, Generation of the ‘60s - Literary rehabilitation, offers a theoretical
presentation of the '60s generation, which had a major impact on the literary scene, referring
to the early poems written by the generation's pioneers, such as Nichita Stanescu, Marin
Sorescu, and loan Alexandru, thus preparing the lyrical territory that will be later analyzed in
the poet's doctoral thesis. It involves an analysis of the writer's work.

Often camouflaged in subtle metaphors, Marin Sorescu positions himself against his time,
experiencing a sense of solitude among poets who serve the regime. He is careful not to
humiliate his contemporaries, applying an elegant treatment through his approach: humor and
satire become tools at the disposal of the sharp-minded writer, who uses elements of language
to produce the much-anticipated effect. The new lyricism is characterized by good humor,
well-placed irony, and originality in its message.

The poet feels alone, but it is not a painful solitude; rather, it is a joyous one, as it is an
assumed and conscious detachment. He understands that he is in an unfavorable situation that
forces him to take a stand. Therefore, he turns to irony; he will amuse himself at the expense
of others, satirizing behaviors, people, and events, imitating the writing style of others,
obviously in a parodic manner, then turning inward to express his refusal to accept a world
compromised by mediocrity as a consequence.

addresses how the writer related to the era in which he wrote and how he was received,
analyzing his early volumes and the poems published in Luceafdrul magazine or Caietele lirice,
all of which argue for the poet's integration and the positive reception by critics. At times, his
mode of expression attracts opposing attitudes, which only increase his notoriety. In a constant
state of searching, the self eventually identifies with the "first lambs" (from "Mieii primi"), which
become symbols of sensitivity. The lambs symbolize purity and sensitivity and are beloved by
God for their innocence. Moreover, the text may subtly contain aspects of Christian
iconography, in which Jesus is associated with the gentle lamb that brought salvation. Analyzing
the text in this way leads to the cultivation of the idea of pure love, and the poet, through the
use of the second person, "you," creates a transfer to love poetry, directly expressing his feelings
of longing and unfulfillment.

With eloquent expressiveness and exceptional resonance, the poet outlines the vision of
the need to return to origins, thus making the poetry authentic. Although in most cases he
proves tireless, agitated, and hurried, Lumea e gdnd marks a change in attitude, announcing a
shift in mentality.

The preference for the heights, the aspiration toward cosmic dimensions anticipates the
later vision. Romantic motifs such as the sky, dreams, stars, and the moon appear in these
poems, shaping the emotions, with many of Adrian Paunescu's love poems taking on a romantic
tone. The depiction of the inner emotional plane is simultaneous with that of the external
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natural world, leading to the portrayal of a young poet, full of vitality and enchanted by the
discovery of himself and the world.

Subchapter 3.1. Militantism and rebellion in poetry before 1989, proposes a concrete
analysis of poems from volumes such as Istoria unei secunde, Repetabila povard, or lubiti-vd pe
tunuri! (and others), which demonstrate the poet's rebellion against various social, political, or
economic inconveniences in Romania. At the same time, a strong militant character is
emphasized. Often, the rebellion is hidden behind an apparent admiration for the regime, with
the aim of achieving personal development or self-protection from the system. For this reason,
some texts convey an illusion of obedience that may conceal a subversive defiance..

Entering this vast territory of lyrical expression leads to illustrating how the cult of the
leader was constructed, how Paunescu came to be considered the "court poet,” and how he
eventually fell into disfavor—3.1.1. The Leader’s Cult. The Court Poet. Following these texts,
which honorably appeared in the Albumele omagiale, the poems are analyzed to reveal the
opposite side of the writer who firmly opposes the system. I paid particular attention to poems
such as Iesirea din sobd, Analfabetilor, Cineva md ascultd, or In Iunga noapte.

3.1.2. Critical attitudes of rebellion, illustrates the manifestation of direct or veiled revolt
in the subchapters titled:

3.1.2.1. The Peasant’s Condition and 3.1.2.2. The Cult of Heroes. Bringing Historical and
Literary Personalities to the Forefront. Most of the time, peasants appear as those who sacrifice
themselves, reflecting the value of gratitude towards the humble servant of the land,
representing a poetry of the Peasant closely related to the soil, living an atemporal order that
alludes to Blaga’s "mioritic space.” Other times, it is the village of his childhood, Barca, the image
of grandparents, or relatives who have went on to a better world. The Cult of Heroes. Bringing
Historical and Literary Personalities to the Forefront analyzes creations in which the poet
glorifies heroes such as Balcescu, Mihai Viteazul, Mircea cel Batran, Eminescu, Avram lancu,
Preda, Octavian Goga, and so on. Sometimes, there is an identification with certain figures, such
as Avram lancu, with the constant patriotic call illustrating the ability to return to the beliefs of
the 1848 generation. Paunescu assumes the role of teaching young people history as a form of
reclaiming national values, wanting the notions of \|\freedom and dignity to be understood,
drawing attention to the need to save the nation through the knowledge of its past.

Most of the poems with militant or patriotic content actually express the poet's need to
confess, to open up before the masses, because he ultimately seeks redemption. He seems to
want to be understood and, in the end, forgiven, as we will see in his prose, where he repeatedly
states that he feels guilty..

The Camouflaged Critical Attitudes in the following subchapter, also titled 3.2.
Camouflaged Critical Attitudes, show that the path to redemption is actually thought itself, the
mind that saves the entire human condition and often overwhelmed by a sense of soul-crushing
pain mixed with helplessness, the poet shouts out all his emotions. The attitude can be
interpreted as a desire to draw attention or even manipulate, creating the feeling of an
excessive internal turmoil. He often expresses his thoughts so loudly that the listener is forced
to pay attention. The content of this part validates recurring elements of his poetry, such as
bread, wheat, and grapes, which allude to the sacred register of existence, to the Eucharist in all
senses of the term. A tireless seeker of the self, the poet identifies himself with Don Quixote—
he is a hidalgo, a beautiful madman still trying to save the world, though, unfortunately, there
was no solution for salvation.

The fourth part of the study dedicated to poetry before 1989 is called 4. The Values of
Love in Pdunescu's Poetry, addressing various forms of love: a feeling of ethereal, contagious
gratitude, sometimes painfully manifested, generating a real diversity of interpretations: love
as a re-experiencing of emotion, the search for the feminine ideal, love as a memory, love
concluded through marriage, love with feelings beyond the ordinary, a sad love where she
marries someone else, abandoning him forever, unrequited love, when she loses her charm, and
he renounces her for another love, love marked by the acute, destructive feeling of jealousy,



then one-night love, adolescent love, etc. Later, the phases were associated with corresponding
biographical stages.

Real events from the writer’s life also find their counterpart in the next subchapter, 5.
Family Portraits, Returning in Time, which perhaps illustrates the deepest part of Paunescu’s
poetry, related to the image of his parents, grandparents, but also other family members who
left their mark on the writer.

The lyricism is profound and highlights not only the love the child has for his parents
and grandparents but also the harsh reality the grandparents and parents always experienced
as they became old, "enigmatic and quiet, completing their purpose” on earth. There is also a
symbolic perspective, shaping the symbolism of lambs as images of supreme sacrifice, of pure
children, and especially a Christ-like portrayal defined through weeping and prayer. In all these
roles, it is actually the poet affected by the premature death of his father, troubled by the
powerlessness of the grandparents watching their child being arrested, and at times, it is the
young poet who can still rejoice in inner purity.

The second phase is dedicated to poetry after 1989 and is titled II. Poetry After 1989: The
Poet Without Censorship. Here, the creative dimension reaches alarming heights; it is a forceful
comeback after a long period of stigmatization. He often adopts an exaggerated attitude,
becoming an ethical advocate, expressing his joy in a first volume of poetry that opens an
overwhelming series: Sunt un om liber (1989). The main coordinates of this lyricism are
patriotic in nature, but there are also love poems, social poems, creations that return to older
themes, adopting now a liberated and often excessive style— 1. Attitudinal Poetry—the Poet as
an Ethical Advocate.

The second subchapter, 2. Messianism in Adrian Pdunescu’s Poetry, will include two parts:
2.1. The Poet’s Condition and 2.2. Poems Dedicated to Bessarabia.

In the first subchapter, [ interpreted works echoing in the lyrical texts of Cotrus or Goga.
Some poems show a strong pamphleteering impact, but there are also poems in which the
poet's critical stance is direct. Sometimes, the discourse is ironic, with great analytical capacity,
while other times, it is a discourse that fulfills an emotional function, illustrating the
sentimental and patriotic side. There are also poems where we notice a courageous aesthetic
attitude that values the multifaceted aspect of the poet fighting for justice, freedom, and equal
opportunities. The subchapter dedicated to the poems about Bessarabia comprises a selection
of texts in which the image of a deprived, sorrowful land claiming its rights appears, showing
courage. Unfortunately, it cannot achieve unification with the motherland, being rejected
through cowardice, and Romania is condemned to a corrupt life, leaving the poet to experience
disappointment once more.

The third chapter of the thesis is dedicated to prose and is divided into several
subchapters: 1. The fantastique prose, 3.1.1. The fantastic as a form of manifestation, 3.1.2.
Aspects of the Character in fantastique prose, 3.1.3. Symbols and meanings in fantastique prose,
3.2. The travel prose, and 3.3. Playful Epica..

The fantastique prose

The first subchapter, 1.1. The fantastic as a form of manifestation, constitutes a theoretical
presentation of the phenomenon of the fantastic, crafting a captivating journey from the
fantastic in world literature to the fantastic in Romanian literature, subsequently illustrating
the concept in the fantastic prose signed by Adrian Paunescu. The main triggering factors of the
fantastic have been identified, as well as the type of fantastic present and its relationship with
reality. Postmodernist, realist, and even naturalist approaches are illustrated, with multiple
narrative planes coexisting where the same event unfolds.

In the following subchapter, 1.2. Aspects of the Character in fantastique prose, a
typological classification of characters is made by analyzing their unique traits and how they
relate to the action. Additionally, similarities with other literary characters are illustrated, and
some biographical elements that fit the characters’ profiles are identified. 1.3. Symbols and
meanings in fantastique prose explains the role of symbols present in the previously mentioned
works, the most significant being the mask, the cemetery, the crypt, the icon, etc.
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The subchapter 3.2. The travel prose reflects the social influence of the travel journal
within a hostile historical context: De la Bdrca la Viena si inapoi aims to capture images both
from Romania and abroad during the period when the writer traveled to Austria with his son,
Andrei Paunescu. The book is important not only for the way Romanians could see foreign lands
but especially for how Paunescu manages to establish his presence in the market: he
stylistically presents the beauties of Romania, in contrast to the opulence of Vienna, built on
external sacrifice, where everything is very expensive, the intention being to demonstrate that
he does not wish to settle abroad, so he can continue to enjoy national privileges.

The last subchapter, 3.3. Playful Epica, represents a return to the domestic universe
through the creation of imaginary characters, Hap and Pap, who embark on an imaginary
journey. The book is a gift offered to his children, loana and Andrei, in which one can see the
joy of being happy within the family environment.

Chapter 4 of the thesis, The Journalist, the Polemist, the Showman, captures the multiple
facets of the journalist, and later on, the television personality, the assertive politician, both
contested and admired, focusing on some essential elements from his journalistic activity.

The first subchapter, 4.1. The young journalist, under the dome of poetry, illustrates the

perspectives of the young poet, who, even in journalism, is overwhelmed by incipient lyricism.
For research purposes, | proposed again several examples of poems that appeared in the early
issues of the magazine Luceafdrul in the following subchapter, 4.2. In Dialogue with the
personalities of the time. Literary studies, reviews, | presented a series of interviews conducted
by Adrian Paunescu over the years, which were published in the newspapers of the time. |
highlighted the importance of the interviews given by Ov. S. Chrohmalniceanu, Romulus
Vulpescu, Constantin Toiu, Dumitru Radu Popescu, Alexandru Piru, etc., and the impact of
certain literary in that that period.
A subchapter that raises some controversies is dedicated to the magazine and the literary circle
Flacdra, titled 4.3. The "Flacdra"” Phenomenon, presenting general aspects related to the Flacara
Circle and later exploring the way artistic pieces were created, the relationship with the artists,
and the shows themselves; some eloquent elements of the magazine Flacdra are also
highlighted, showing Paunescu’s profile through articles from the magazine.

Essentially, [ aimed to illustrate the complexity of a phenomenon of that era. Specialized
works explain the entire context, with statistics on the years and the number of spectators, and
interviews with established artists who performed on stage, thus, existing documents have
represented a cited bibliographical source that provided a concise framework for treating the
subject, directing attention to the impact the magazine had at that time—how much Paunescu’s
involvement meant in social life, what was the extent of his influence in relation to the
leadership, and what the consequences were. It was interesting to see through recordings and
testimonies what remained from the circle, what the magazine promoted, and the different
attitudes of the artists—some polemics still existing today.

Paunescu’s creative force remains eloquent—deprived of rest, always on the road, he
was dedicated to a creed called Flacdra. A manifestation he resumed after the Revolution and
which remained a part of his life forever.

The next subchapter, 4.4. An anthology of values, presents how the author believed that
national values should be illustrated to be properly received by posterity, emphasizing the
national element, the need to assume and know the past. The book Texte fundamentale - culturd
si mass media was published by Editura Fundatiei ,Romdnia de Mdine”, co-authored by Adrian
Paunescu and his son, Andrei Paunescu, the book being a work that includes university studies
and courses delivered by the poet at Spiru Haret University: Eminescu, publicistul, Romdnia
mereu scena unui rdu de intrigi internationale; the chapter dedicated to Octavian Goga or the
one illustrating Titu Maiorescu’s intervention are just some literary coordinates outlining
important ideologies for the education of young people. Within this beautiful collection of
articles and studies, the contribution of Eliade to Romanian culture and literature is once again
emphasized, with references to Miorita and Mesterul Manole. The scholar’s attitude remained



unchanged, expressing disappointment in the way Adrian Paunescu was presented in the
country.

4.5. Meeting the writers of his own time draws attention to how Adrian Paunescu depicted
the life and some of the work of poets of his generation: Nichita Stanescu, Marin Sorescu, and
Ioan Alexandru. It refers to the work Generatia '60 Nichita Stdnescu, Marin Sorescu, loan
Alexandru (tezd de doctorat), which constitutes an opportunity for new polemics, not only in
the literary world but especially in the academic sphere.

Nichita Stanescu’s revolutionary poetic language became a sentimental memory in the
truest sense of the word, a memory that no other poet before or after him possessed, being
considered by Adrian Paunescu as a colossus of lyricism, greater even than Barbu. The writer
believes that a new path towards sentimental poetry, towards pure lyricism and modernity,
begins with Nichita Stanescu.

The posthumous fame of the great poet can only be ensured by preserving him in
memory. His entire soul vibrated with poetry. The second part of the study is dedicated to the
poet Marin Sorescu, defined by terms such as “stylistic semi-distance” and “language
democracy.” His entry into literature with a book of parodies illustrates a democratization of
poetry. Marin Sorescu embodies the figure of a free man who satirizes the classics and
contemporaries alike, captures the marvelous in the most hidden corners, finds the unusual in
seemingly negligible aspects, and becomes unique through his way of thinking.

4.6. Between the polemic and the need to rediscover inner peace presents the return to
journalism after 1989, how the poet, condemned by many, was received during that period, a
series of articles published in the magazines and newspapers of that time, consecrating an
image of excesses.

Amidst numerous critical opinions, the aspects defining his spirit become a
condemnation to popularity, the artist turning into a devourer of his own self, always ready to
throw himself into the crowd to be admired, listened to, and redeemed.

The writer reentered the scene of journalistic life after 1989 with the same force as
before, although the beginning was difficult. T

he context imposed a return, a rebirth from his own ashes, necessitating his
rehabilitation. Once he took over the leadership of the weekly magazine Vremea, Adrian
Paunescu offered the public articles similar to those of the past, addressing social, historical,
and cultural themes, with a different analysis of politics this time. Thus, after a significant
absence, the profile of the professional journalist is once again sketched. Remaining with lyrical
nostalgia from the past, under the poet’s guidance, the newspaper hosted verses from
Eminescu’s Doina, however, it was not estranged from the current events of the time or from
important events in the new society.

Chapter 5 - The writers and the world, reflects the relationship between the artist and
others, as well as between others and the world. Essentially, it is an analysis of how Adrian
Paunescu mastered the art of dialogue with the prominent figures of his time, conveying or
interpreting the content of interviews that appear in the aptly titled work, Sub semnul intrebdrii
(1979).

The book reproduces interviews from various newspapers or those conducted over the
years by Adrian Paunescu, both with literary personalities and with unknown individuals,
children, or musicians. In this work, Adrian Paunescu illustrates his skill as a journalist and his
undeniable talent as a writer.

Dedicated to people who are no longer with us, this volume includes over 50 interviews,
their completion being due to the encouragement and support of fellow writer Geo Dumitrescu.
The poet thanks his friend at the beginning of the book, appreciating the "throwing into the
arena," as he metaphorically confesses. Tempted to carry out these interviews as a result of his
volcanic temperament and desire for exploration, the poet complied without hiding his
pleasure in asking questions or engaging directly with his interlocutors, believing that truly
important life events must be recorded.
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5.2. In dialogue with the world, talking about the world offers an analysis of the work
Lumea ca lume, which came to fruition thanks to Octavian Paler's friendly insistence. The book's
main coordinates oscillate between militant attitudes and a veiled rebellion, illustrating the
shortcomings of Romanian society. Therefore, the book encompasses multiple dimensions:
there is a descriptive layer with subtle socio-political elements, while at other times, the writer
is direct and expresses his views openly, addressing the political climate of the time;
occasionally, the poet even praises the leadership, portraying the Party as the primary factor of
life. The final part of the thesis, Consideratii finale, seeks to concisely summarize the key aspects
of a complex, explosive profile that sparked both revolts and adulations.
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
